Phase II of CSAS 2022, wherein the candidate will provide preferences
for Programs and Colleges, will be from Monday September 26, 2022 to
Monday October 10, 2022. Both Phase I and Phase II of CSAS (UG) 2022
shall remain open till Monday October 10, 2022.

The Program-Specific merit score shall be auto-calculated by the University as
per the eligibility criteria, and the candidate will have to confirm his/ her
scores before making the preferences.

The candidate must select as many Programs he/she wishes too and it is
in the best interest of the candidate to choose maximum Programs and

Program + College Combinations.

Candidate must complete their form well
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in time and not wait for the last dates. It is advisable that the candidate must
fill the CSAS (UG) 2022 form with utmost care.

After the closure of the Preference-Filling Phase, the University will release a
Simulated List of tentative allocations based on the CSAS 2022 Allocation
Policy. Henceforth, a two-day window will be provided to the candidates to
reorder their Program + College preferences. The date of declaration of first
list of admissions shall be notified by 10tk October 2022.

Candidates are advised to read the Undergraduate Bulletin of Information
2022, Common Seat Allocation System 2022 rules and visit the admission
website of the University and start planning for their preferred Programs and
Colleges so as to make informed choices before the launch of Phase II.
